Skills Assessment Test

This Test is performed while wearing a fire department turnout coat, self-contained breathing apparatus less the face piece, and gloves. The applicant should pace him / herself as if at the scene of a fire, keeping in mind that sufficient reserve must be maintained to accomplish the subsequent tasks. All weights and measures are approximate.

Task #1      
Hose Drag / Hydrant Connection
Requirement:
Drag 150’ of 2 ½ fire hose 100’ and make a hydrant connection.

Procedure:

The applicant, wearing the provided turnout gear, shall be required 

To approach 150’ of uncharged 2 ½  fire hose, extended to its full length behind the starting point. The applicant shall pick up the female coupling, place the hose over his/her shoulder, and at the tester’s signal start to move as quickly as possible to the designated fire hydrant. On reaching the hydrant the applicant shall thread the female coupling onto the hydrant’s male coupling until hand- tight. This is not a timed event but it is to be done quickly; stopping is not permitted.
Job Relatedness:
The Holmes Fire District #1 Fire Department carries various lengths of 2 ½ “ hose. Firefighters must be able to extend hose lines to hydrants, and from engine to engine to provide a water supply during fires.

The hose for this event shall be readied by the on-duty shift. Three sections of 2 ½ “ hose taken from the hose rack are to be coupled together and stretched in the parking lot 100’ north of the fire hydrant in front of the wash bay area. The female end must be at the starting point. 

Task # 2

Ladder Handling
Requirement:
Remove a 16’ ladder from a rack, carry it 10’ and place it on an identical rack.

Procedure:
The applicant, wearing provided turnout gear, shall be required to approach a 16’ ladder which is hanging on a ladder rack Mounted on the side of the engine. The ladder must be removed from the rack, carried approximately 10’ and placed in its original position on the rack. The ladder must not be dropped or allowed to touch the ground. This is not a timed event but is to be done quickly and without stopping.
Job Relatedness:
Ladders carried on Holmes Fire District #1 engine are mounted on the sides of the truck. Fire personnel 


must have the ability to reach, obtain and maneuver these ladders at the scene of an emergency.


Task # 3 
Fan Hang
Requirement:
Hang and exhaust fan onto a support bar placed in a door opening at the height of 6 feet 6 inches. Remove the exhaust fan from the bar and place it on the floor.
Procedure:
The applicant, wearing provided turnout gear, shall be required to pick up an electric smoke ejector ( exhaust fan) and lift it by the fan hooks sufficiently high enough to place the hooks over the support bar to hang the fan. The applicant shall then lift the fan by the hooks and remove it from the support bar and place it gently on the floor.

The on-duty crew shall install the support bar at a height of 6 feet 6 inches in the door jam.

Job Relatedness:
District #1 Fire Department uses both electric and gasoline powered smoke ejectors. The electric smoke ejectors are placed in use in the manner described in the requirement for this event, demonstrating a need for leg and upper body strength. 


Task # 4

Halyard Pull
Requirement:
Raise to a height of 14’ a 65-pound (approximate) weight attached to a halyard, then lower back to ground level.

Procedure:
The applicant, wearing provided turnout gear, shall be required to fully raise the weight to the top of the pull and then lower it back to the ground. Allowing the halyard rope to slip through the hands is unsafe and unacceptable for this event. The applicant must keep both feet in contact with the ground at all times while raising and lowering the weight.
Job Relatedness:
35ft. extension ladders are commonly used at Holmes Fire District #1. This event simulates raising the fly section of a 35ft. extension ladder. This task requires grip strengths, upper body strength, and muscular endurance.

Task #5

Stair Climb
Requirement: 
Make ten consecutive trips, up and down, a flight of stairs.

Procedure:
The applicant, wearing provided turnout gear, shall be required to climb up and then down the flight of stairs to the second floor of the fire station. The applicant shall do this ten consecutive times without stopping. Running is not permitted. This is not a timed event but is to be done quickly and without stopping.
Job Relatedness: 
This event simulates the kind of cardiovascular endurance commonly experienced by fire personnel during the early stages structural fire fighting.

Task #6

Cot Loading
Requirement:
Assist in loading and unloading a victim, on a cot, into an ambulance, twice.

Procedure:
The applicant shall be required to assist in loading and unloading a victim, on an ambulance cot, in and out of a District 1 squad. The applicant shall be required to do this twice. The victim’s weight shall be approximately 200 pounds.
Job Relatedness:
The loading and unloading of squad call victims is a very routine task. Upper body and leg strength are vital to the safe performance of this task.
Task #7 

Victim Rescue Drag
Requirement:

Lift and / or drag a 175-pound victim a distance of 100 feet.

Procedure:
Lift and / or drag a 175-pound victim a distance of 100 feet. The victim (and

Participant) must cross completely over the finish line. The task is best accomplished by flexing the hips and the knees, wrapping your arms around the torso, interlocking the fingers or clasping hands and lifting or dragging with the legs. Lift the victim by extending the knee joints while maintaining a straight back.

The skills assessment test is completed when the victim and participant clear the finish line

Job Description

General Statement of Duties:    This Position engages directly in fire fighting and medical rescue squad activities for the purpose of safeguarding life and property of the community. The duties involve operating a variety of fire and medical rescue squad equipment in emergency situations, and may be required to perform basic EMT and or paramedic skills, which may sometimes be preformed under hazardous conditions. Involves maintenance of fire and squad equipment, apparatus, stations and grounds.

Must be a citizen of the United States of America.

Appointed candidates will be required to serve a six months probationary period.

Only those applicants that possess a Firefighter 1-B, 1-C, Basic EMT and or it’s equivalent as recognized by the State of Ohio will be considered.
Examples of Essential Job Duties: 

Engage in the activities of fire fighting and EMS activities.

Operate and maintain fire fighting and EMS equipment and apparatus.

Perform ventilation, salvage, and other necessary operations at a fire scene.

Apply basic and advanced life support techniques as assigned.

Responsible for maintenance of station and grounds. 

Operation of all radios and fire alarm equipment.

Assist and accompany superior officers in the inspection of public and private buildings for potential hazards in compliance with state codes.

Participate in periodic fire drills, individual and group training courses.

Drive fire and EMS vehicles.

Complete all records and reports as required.

Perform such other duties as may be assigned.

Preferred Knowledge, Skills and Abilities:

Completion of secondary education / GED; Minimum age 18 years.

State of Ohio 240 hour Basic Fire Fighter I & II Training through Knowledge of modern fire fighting and rescue equipment, and apparatus. 

EMT  Basic, Intermediate or Paramedic level.  

The ability to understand and carry out oral and written instructions, ability to deal with emergency situations, must know geography of the three townships covered by Holmes Fire District #1 and surrounding areas.

Must posses a valid motor vehicle license issued by the State of Ohio.

Physical Demands:

The physical demands described here are representative of those that must be met by an employee to successfully perform the essential functions of this job. Reasonable accommodations may be made to enable individuals with disabilities to perform the essential functions.

While performing the duties of this job, the employee is regularly required to stand; walk; sit; talk; or hear; use hands finger, handle, or feel objects, tools, or controls; climb or balance, stoop, kneel, crouch, or crawl; reach with hands and arms.

Must successfully complete all medical and physical examinations administered.

Work Environment:   

While performing the duties of this job, the employee regularly works in wet and humid conditions; works near moving mechanical parts; in high, precarious places; in outdoor weather conditions; in extreme cold; in extreme heat; exposed to risk of electrical shock; vibration; odorous vapors; harsh chemicals; handling of contaminated/infectious materials, and / or explosive materials.

The noise level in the work environment is usually moderate to loud.
